The Legislature
intended, as I understand, in consideration of
the large land grant, to make the Company pay
about as much as they could bear; and to make
them pay it into the State Treasury, so that the
whole people could share the benefit, instead of
paying any to'the counties through which the
road passes, to the exclusion of those through
whichit does not pass. This was a fair way of
dealing with the whole people, as was thought.
The county of McLean, one of the counties
through which the road passes, claimed that
the exemption was unconstitutional, and that
the Company was bound to pay county taxes on
their property within the limits of the county ;

Senator Douglas elaims iny all his speeches
it does not concern him or us whether

slavery be voted up or votzd down in the Terri-

tories. This is only one 6f the many false doc-
trines promuigated by th.e arch demagogue.
Passing by the fact ihat slavery is a national
disgrace, and therefore affects the pride of eve-
ry American, slavery in the Territories and
States affects the whole United States, because
it renders the locality in which it exists inse-
cure. Slavery is a national weakness. On this
point let us quote a little history for the benefit
of Judge Douglas, who seeras sadly deficient in
the knowledge of it. L
During the fourth French and Indian war,
Gov. Dinwiddie, of Virginia, replied to a call
for assistance by saying: ‘“We dare not part
““with any of our white men at any distance, as
“we have to keep a watchful eye over cur
“negro slaves.”

* In all the various troubles we have experi-
enced since we became a nation, the condition
of the slave States has been a source of contin-
ved alarm, In 1798, we were menaced with a
war with France. Troops were voted, and
Washington was made Commander-in-Chief.
He enibraced an early occasion to warn Govern-
_ment of its chief danger. Writing to the Sec-
retary of State, he expresses the conviction that
the French would make a descent in the South-
ern quarter of the Union : *First, because it is
« the weakest ; second, because they will effect,
< from the tenor of the debates in Congress, to

« there can beno doubt of their arming our own
“negro slaves against us."”

He writes to President Adams that the French
ought not to be allowed to make such an estab-
lishment, *‘ acquiring thereby strength from the
« disaffected and the slaves, whom I have no
“ doubt they wilk arm.” = The same opinion was
expressed by Gen. Knox in a letter to Wash-
“ington, “written July 29, 1798. - He says:
«Their black troops from the islands will be

«of the Southern States, on the well-grounded
s expectation of exciting the slaves to all the
«gnormities practiced by the negroes of the

¢ islands on their former masters. A natural
¢ desire of liberty, joined to the all-powerful
¢« operations of ambition, would be irresistible
_“1n the minds of our negroes.”

The year previous, Otis, of Massachusetts,
depicted 1 Congress the horrors of such an
event. ‘A hostile mnvasion,” said he, “‘bring-
““ing seeds of revolution with it, might excite
“there (in the South) a war of the most dread-
 fu] kind—a war of slaves against their mas-
‘““ters, thereby endangering the union of the
« States 8o dear to all, and the preservation of
“ which, by the creation of a qationnl charae-
‘““ter, ought to be the great object of all.”
Jefferson was imbued with similar fears. The
horrors of the 8t. Domingo massacre were re-
cent. He wrote to a friend concerning his
fears, - remarking ‘‘that perhaps that mas-
“gacre might prepare their minga fpr a peace-
““able accommodation between justice, policy,
“and necessity.”” * * ¢ If something is not
“done, and soon done, we shall be the murder-
““ers of our own children.”” !

In the Virginia Convention to act on the ques-
tion of accepting or rejecting the Constitution
“of the United States, Gov. Randolph, speakin
of slavery, remarked: ‘‘ Are we not weakene
““by the population of those whom we hold in
“glavery? The day maycome when they may
“ make an impression upon us. Gentlemen who
““have been long accustomed to the contempla-
““tion of the subject, think there is a cause of
“alarm.’” In the same Convention, Madison
said the Southern States were more exposed to
danger than the Northern States on account of
slavery.. He asked: ¢ What parts are the
*‘most likely to stand in need of protection?
“The weak parts, which are the Southern
¢ States.”” Mr. Nicholas said: ‘ Who will be
““the most likely to want the aid of the militia?
““The Southern States. Who are the most like-
¢ly to be called for ? The Northern States.”
£ 'the slave trade,”” says he, “ adds deily to onr
“ weakness. (Geo. Mason said: ‘‘The augmen-
“tation of slaves weakens the States.”” Patrick
Henry said: *‘Slavery is detested—we feel its
““fatal effects daily.”

During the debate in Con
the abolition of the slave trade, the danger of
slavery to the Union was a chief topic. Early,
- of North Carolina, said; ‘‘ We of the South
¢ consider slavery a dreadful evil:’”> In 1806 he
said : ** Reflecting men apprehend incalculable
¢ evils from it at some future day.”” Early was
an ardent Southern-Rights man, notwithstand-
‘ing the utterance of these sentiments. Holland,
of North Carolina, took the same view. ¢ Slave-
““ry,” said he, ‘‘is generally considered a po-
““litical evil.” i

In 1814, during the war with Great Britain,
Admiral Cochrane, then in command of the
‘British blockading squadron off Chesapeake,
issued & proclamation *‘to persons desirous of
“ emigrating from the United States,” address-:
ed in fact to the slaves. ‘To such persons, with
their families, a' reception was offered on board
any of the British ships of war, with the choice
of entering either the land or. naval service, or
being sent as free settleps to the British Posses-
sions in North America, or the West Indies.
There is reason to believe that a plan, suggested
by some of the British officers, for taking pos-
‘session of the peninsula between Delaware and
the Chegapeake Bay, and there training a black
army, was only rejected by the British, for the
reason, being slaveholders themselves, they did
npt like tojencourage insurrection elsewhere, as
it migit lead to retaliation. In case of a future
war with ¥ngland those peculiar circumstances
will not exist. She may adopt that line of con-
duct now without fear of retaliation, beeause
she no longer tolerates slavery among her own
possessions. e i

We have been particular to make extensive
quotations, so that Mr. Douglas cannot say
“ that was only & single opinion, entertained
when this country was in its infancy.”” Our
quotations cover opinions and facts that weighed
not only at an ear 'K period of our history, but
they weigh now. There wasn’t a word applica-
ble then but what is applicable to-day. Slavery
is a national weakness, and concerns every man
in the country, and every man has and ought to
have a voice in the question of its extension to
new Territories, Judge Douglas to the contrary
notwithstanding.

‘We apprehend that there issomething beyond
this mere indifference to the progress of slavery
in Judge Douglas, than what appears on the
surface. ' The cordial union of sentiment be-
tween him and such men as Jeff. Davis betokens
no good. When the time shall come that the
Supreme Court will declare the laws againgtthe
slave trade unconstitutional, and that the Con-
stitution confers no power on Congress to enact
such laws, then will Judge Douglas be still
found saying: “I choose to abide by the decis-
ions of the Supreme Court as they are pro-
nounced.” His whole course points surely and
unmistakably to such a position, as the course
of the Supreme Court in the Dred Scott case
points to a decision against the law prohibiting
the slave trade. Congress will never be asked
to re-open the slave trade. Z7%e Supreme Court
48 to do it, and Congress will only be asked to
refrain from “ nnfriendly legislation’ in placing
such a tariff on the importation of negroes as to
amount to prohibition. On this latter point,
Douglas will stand with the South. He will be
found raying to his constituents: ‘‘I care not
whether slavery be traded up or traded down in
the s,gave States.  That is their business, not
ours.

If he can make the people of the free Btates
believe this, (for believing it they will re-
frain from ‘‘unfriendly legislation’”), then ;the
trinmph of the South is sure, and all the horrors
of that abominable traffic will be revived by
““the only free nation on the globe.”

Kansas City Ahead of Leavenworthe==
Important Meve for the Former.

We learn from a gentleman who arrived in this

city from Kansas on Saturday, that it was report-
ed at Leavenworth that Majors & Russell, the
great government contractors for the transporta-
tion of supplies over the plains, had determined
to remove their headquarters from Leavenworth
to Kansas City. Mr, Russell has already sold his
fine residence in Leavenworth preparatory to a
removal.
« The reasons alleged for this are, that the route
west from Kansas City is much better than that
from Leavenworth, there being fewer streams to
cross, and that traversing the dividing ridge-it
has fewer lills, and is shorter to almost every
point to which government supplies have to be
transported. These advantages are all real, and
Kansas City is a better point for them than Leay-
enworth, or any other town farther up the river,
but there are probably some other reagons which
influence them in this steF.

This firm is composed of strong pro-slavery men,
They went early into Kansas, when there were
hopes of making it a slave State, and owned, at
one time, considerable 1prope}'ty in Leavenworth.
They have, however, sold most of this ta the Yan-
kees, and feel no disposition to help build up a
town on free territory ; they therefore prefer to
assist in building up Kansas City, which is just
across the line, in Missonri. It must be acknowl-
edged that the business controlled and inflaeuced
by this firm is very great—sufficient probably to
settle the question of precedence hetween these
two young cities.—Cwn.

Massacre of Americans by Mexicans.
The editor of the Providence Post, who has
been shown a letter from Mr. John D. Austin,
assistant superintendent of the El Paso and
Fort Yuma wagon road, says:

Mr. Austin reports a horrible massacre at
Dragoon Springs, one “day’s travel this side of
Tueson. A" party of four Americans and three
Mexicans were employed there in building a
station for the Overland Mail Company. The
Mexicans made an attack on the Americans on
the night of the 12th of September, killing two
and wounding the third so badly that he died.
Mr. i5t. John, of New York, in charge of the
party, was also so badly injured that the ampu-
tation of one of his arms was rendered neces-
sary. When Col. Leach arrived at Dragoon
Springs, four days after the occurrence, he
found St. John gitting by his dying companion
with his diary in his hand. Neither of them
had been alle to get even a drink of water
from the time of the assault. Their sufferings

Wwere very great. Hopes were entertained of
St. John’srecovery.

Reception of Missionaries by the King
of Burmah,

Intelligence has been received from Ava, of
a magnificent reception given to Rev. Mr. Kin-
caid, and Rev. Dr. Dawson, Baptist mission-
aries, by the King of Burmah. Mr, Kinecaid, it
will be remembered, was the bearer of a letter
from the President of the United States to the
King. A royal zayet was built for the reception
of the letter, and a long procession was formed
to convey it from the zayet to the royal city,
It was opened by order of an under Secretary
of the State, translated into Burmese, and pre-
sented by the chief Minister to his Majesty. It
gave great satisfaction to the monarch and all
the court. Mr. Kincaid and Dr. Dawson had two
personal interviews with the King, in which he
expressed himself with great frankness, and in-
timated his wish to have an American Consul
at his court,

“In some respects the King spoke like a
Christien philosopher, like a man possessing
good sterling common sense, who was deeply
imbued with the responsibility of his exalted
position, and desirous, so far ‘as he was able,
as the King of Burmah, to discharge his duty
toward his country, and to live at peace with
the rest of the world, Before leaving the royal
presence, I begged the favor of & piece, of
ground on which to build a mission house here-
after. | He instantly replied that he would not
only give a piece of ground, but would also
build me a house. I thanked him for the libe-
ral offer, and remarked that I would by and by
avail myself of it.”

Execution of a Woman at Danville. Pa.
DaANvILLE, O¢t. 22, 1858,

The Clark and Twiggs tragedy was to-day
brought to a conclusion by the execution of
Mrs. Twiggs, for having taken part in the mur-
der of her husband and Mrs Clark.

The condemned woman passed last night
rather comfortably, sleeping with her children
in her arms, 8hé bade farewell to her brother
and children this morning, and after devotional
cxercises 1n her room, was taken to the scaffold
at a quarter past ten o’clock, leaning on the
arm of one of her spiritual advisers.

A chapter having been read, and an impres-
sive prayer offered up on the scaffold, Mrs,
Twiggs spoke for six or eight minutes, protest-
ing her innocence, declaring her readiness ‘to
die and her trust in a just Judge, only regret-
sing to-leave behind her her two orphan chil-

ren.

She was much affected throughout. The so-
lemntity of the scene was made more impressive
by her groans and sobs. Even after the cap
was drawn over her face she appealed to God in
the most earnest manner, and she asserted her
innocence.

At ten o’clock and thirty minutes the drop
fell, and after struggling for a few moments, the
wretched woman hung lifeless,
